Application

with the Basketball Ontario’s Discipline Policies.

Ontario’s Guidelines for Behaviour:

e Be aleader, a positive influence and a role model.

e Reward effort, fair play and commitment.

e Recognize and respect the differences in your athletes.

e Demonstrate respect for all individuals involved in the game.

e Always consider the physical and emotional well being of the athletes.
e Communicate in a positive and rational manner.

e Respect and coach within the spirit of the game.

e Always attempt to contribute to the betterment of the game.
